Chinese new
rare earth
curbs to
raise prices
of EVs, chips

THE LATEST CHINESE curbs
on exports of its technologies
and equipment will lead to an
increasein the prices ofelectric
vehicles, wind turbines and
semiconductor parts,accord-
ing to a report by Global Trade
Research Initiative (GTRI). The
US reaction to the curbs,
imposing 100% additional
duties on imports from China
could, meanwhile, create a
small window of opportunity
for Indian exports.

“While the US will try to
friend-shore its mineral supply
chainstoAustralia,Vietnam,and
Canada,Chinaislikelytoredirect
suppliestoward its non-Western
partners to strengthen alterna-
tive industrial networks,” GTRI
founder Ajay Srivastava said.

Under the new Chineserule,
any product containing more
than 0.1% China-origin rare
earths or produced using Chi-
nese refining or magnet-mak-
ing technology will require Bei-
jing’s export approval. These
curbs will impact not only the
US but the entire world, as sup-
plychainsforthese productsare
highlyinterconnected.

The Chinese curbs on rare
earth and US retaliation also
puts an end to the trade
deal between the two earlier
thisyear.
